1. In compliance with paragraph 2 of let. Ind., the following extracts from
the Sortie BReports of various pilots who have encountered the Night Phenomenon
are submitted for your information.

Night of 14-15 December 1944 - "In vicinity of Erstein (V-938l) flying at
1000 ft. observed large red light at 2000 ft. going East at 18:40 hre,
Travelling at approximately 200 MPHE"

Njght of 16-17 December 1944 - ¥20 miles North of Breisach (W-0173) at
800 ft. observed 5 or 6 flashing red and green lights in "I" shepe,
Thought they were flak. About 10 minutes later saw the same lights much
.closer and behind me. Ve turned port and Starbosrd and the lights
followed. They closed in to about 8 O'clock and 1000 ft. and remained
in that position for several minutes and then disappeared.”

Night of 22-23 December 1944 - "Patrolling at Angels 10 from Sarrebourg

. to.Strasbourg North and South of highway. At 06:00 hrs. saw two lights

- coming towards A/6 from the ground, Upon reaching altitude of plane,

they leveled off and stayed on my tail for approximately 2 minutes.
Lights appeared to be a large oranze $low. After staying with Al€ for
approximetely 2 minutes, they would peel off and turn away, fly along
level for a few minutes and then go out. They appeared to be under perfect
control at all times. Lyghts were seen somewhere in vicinity of Negenau."
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";Night of 23-24 December 1944 - "Observéd reddish colored flames at

’ﬂjconsiderable distance and at approximately 10,000 ft. "

Night of 25—24,December 1944 - "Approximetely 10 miles South of Point X (Q6745)
notlced to NE: approximately 5 miles a glowing red object shooting straight’
up. . €hanged suddenly to plane view of A/0 doing a wing over and going

into a dive .and disappearing "

Night of 26-27. December 1944 - YAt 01:45 hrs. saw two yellow streaks of
flame flying at same level at approximately 3000 ft. off port side. Ve also
gaw red balls of fire that stayed up for 10 seconds approximately 45 miles
away. After seeing yellow streaks, made starboard vector lost altitude
and streaks disappeared from view. Galled G6I Blunder and asked if any E/A
were in vicinity. They anqwered No. Instruded to return to Angels 10.
Ve falt what was thought to be prop wash; very distinct. Noticed several
groups of lights off port while patrolling in vicinlty of Q-9050 and R-1556
Lights made distinct lines somewhat like arrows."

Night of 26-27 Deé;mber 1944 - “Whlle on vector 090 near V-7050 during
~patrol we observed airborne white llghts - They were staggered evenly

’vartieally and we could see from 1 to- 4 swing at once. They appeared

N ght of" 27-28 December 1944 - “While on North heading in patrol area
nbticed in vicinity of Q-1378 lights suspended 1% air moving slowly and
wuuld then disappear. Were orarnge in color’. Lights appeared singly and in
pairs. Obqerved these llghts four or five tlmes during period."

Night iof (| 27-28 December 1944 - "Eight miles NE of Iuneville at 19:10 hrs,
saw three sets of three lights (red and’ white) .one on starboard and one on
port from 1000 ft. to 2000 ft. to rear and cldsing in at Angels 10. Pulled
up to- Angels 8 and lights went out. Oalled Ghurchman to see if there vas
anything in area, Beceived a negative reply "

nght of 20~31l December 1944 - "Saw a group of llghts flying through the
air 30 or 40 mileq Bast of base while flying at Angels 9 - 10,V

Night of 1-2 January 1945 - "Saﬁ*rooflghters ‘North of Strasbourg and North
of Saverne! . .

Night of 14-15 January 1945 - "Observed a large orange glow in sky approx.
5 ft. in diameter in vicinity of Ingwelller at 6000 ft. at 20:00 hrs,"
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sd. W/ind., 415th. Wight Fighter Squadvon, 30 January 1945 Gon't,

Night of 29-30 January 1945 - WAt about 00:10 hrs, 'sighted a Foofighter
ebout half way between Veissembourg and Landeu. TFoofighter-was off %o
" the starboard and rear at Angels 2. Lights were amber and one was 20 =
. B0 ft. above the other and of about 30 seconds -duration, ~Foofightér was
about 1000 f%.. away and following. The lights were about a foot 1in
‘diameter. Lights disappeared when Travel 34 turned-into them."

2. In every case where pilot called GEI Control and asked if there was a
Bogey A/G in the area he received a negative answer.
